     Past President Pam’s remarks:  Pam expressed her gratitude to the board, officers, committee chairs/vice chairs, and the entire assembly for their support this past year.  Pam noted several key accomplishments related to internal operations, sustainability, and service.  She also thanked Sue Hastings and the Hotel  du Pont staff and pledged her support to the incoming leadership and President Kai.  Pete presented Pam with several gifts; aluminum pull tabs for the Ronald McDonald house, Past President’s pin, and a gavel.
Recognition and Installation of Kai Lassen, 103rd President of the Wilmington Rotary Club:
     Pete presided over the installation, including the passing of the gavel with Pam and Kai at the podium.  Pete presented Kai with a traditional and contemporary President’s pin and a gavel.  
     Pete introduced Kai Lassen, the 103rd President of the Wilmington Rotary Club, whom the Club welcomed with a standing ovation.
President Kai’s remarks: President Kai thanked Pam for her leadership and mentorship. His inaugural remarks were heartfelt, sincere, motivational, and inspiring as he shared his vision for the upcoming year.  RI’s theme this year is Rotary Helping Humanity and this is our call to action through service.  This past year for RI there have been many records set for membership, clubs, countries represented, and philanthropic support to the Rotary Foundation.  President Kai attended the 107th Rotary International Convention in Seoul, South Korea and recognized the amazing power of Rotary “to do good in the world” and he acknowledged that Millennials are a service minded generation that we should attract to Rotary.  
     The RI Council granted independence to Rotary Clubs to make their own rules with regard to fees, attendance, meeting frequency, membership qualifications, and meeting format.  Three immediate changes were announced for our club: casual dress option for meetings; liberal attendance policy (please make every meeting your schedule permits) that will not negatively impact your individual membership; and the “Rule of 35” to attract members under the age of 35 by subsidizing 50% of the membership and initiation fees if there is no employer subsidization and lunch fees for attended meetings only. 
This year’s focus goals are: 
· Community Service: led by the Community Service Committee and the Wilmington World Class Committee.  We will concentrate on hands-on projects in the areas of food, clothing, infrastructure, housing, and literacy which will be partially funded by a Rotary Foundation District Grant.  We will also increase the Mentoring Program and support Flags for Heroes.
· International Service: we will partner with the South Karachi, Pakistan Club to assist them in obtaining a Rotary Foundation Global Grant for their Artisan’s Project. 
· Youth Service:  we will expand the number of Interact Clubs, launch a Roteract Club, send five students to RYLA, expand our Club’s Scholarship Program, and begin construction of Rotary Centennial Park. 

President Kai mentioned we will be learning more about the Rotary Foundation, which is celebrating its centennial year.  The next Rotary International Convention will be held in Atlanta, Georgia – the birthplace of the Rotary Foundation – June 10-14.
