Minutes for Meeting of January 12, 2017
President Kai Lassen called the meeting to order at 12:10pm at the Hotel du Pont’s Gold Ballroom.  The Club joined together in reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance” led by Elizabeth Rhoads. Michael Arrington provided the invocation. 
	Announcements:  President Kai made the following announcements – Eric Braunstein – Beer Tasting, Wednesday, January 18, 5-7 pm, Iron Hill Brewery, Riverfront – this is a good time to bring a prospective member!; President Kai – please join him this  Sunday, January 15, at 2:00pm when he represents our Club in presenting the award being given by our Club to the third place winner of the Dr. Martin Luther King Communication Contest for high school students; January is Membership month so please bring guests to upcoming meetings; and please pay your invoices as soon as possible. 
Program:   Sam Waltz provided an entertaining introduction of the head table and our speaker, Governor Jack Markell, Delaware’s 73rd Governor.  Governor Markell’s presentation, titled ‘Delaware’s Economy, Where We’ve Been; Where We’re Headed’ was an outstanding overview of economic results from 2010- 2016. Governor Markell announced Delaware’s unemployment rate is 4.3%, we’ve surpassed the job growth goal, and we also passed the State’s previous jobs generated peak from years past.  In fact, Delaware has outperformed all states in the region in job growth by 16%.  Delaware and Indiana are the only two states in the country with a true increase in the job participation rate.  
     Governor Markell reported the following regarding Wage Growth in Delaware: 1) wage growth is 10.7% higher over the past year and is the fastest growing in the nation; 2) it has steadily increased the past few years; 3) during 2012-2014, Delaware’s median household income grew at the second fastest pace in the nation; and 4) over the past two years, the weekly wages of private sector workers in Delaware has grown by 17.8%, which is the fastest pace in the nation.
     He also provided an update on the Path to Prosperity and Governor Markell shared that 27 students graduated from the program in the past year and now over 6,000 students participate in the program.  This skills development program for Delaware students allows them to graduate with a nationally recognized and accredited certificate.  He also stated that a high quality early education can dramatically move the needle in a positive direction for high school and college academic success.  During his term in office, the State has opened 22 language emersion programs so students can be proficient in either Spanish or Chinese by the time they complete the fourth grade.  
     Governor Markell provided updates on the Downtown Development District and mentioned that $17.5 million of private money has been infused into the city to support positive initiatives for the community.
He reported that the number of employees in State Government has reduced by 500 people over the past eight years even though there has been a dramatic increase in the demand of services. The State Government is running very efficiently. 
     Lastly, Governor Markell thanked our club for the great work we do in the community and he encouraged us to continue to make a remarkable difference.   The meeting ended at 1:30 pm.   Respectfully submitted, Cindy Campanella, Secretary
