Minutes for Meeting of January 19, 2017
President Kai Lassen called the meeting to order at 12:10pm at the Hotel du Pont.  The Club joined together in singing “America The Beautiful” led by Patty Downing with Elizabeth Rhoads on the piano.  Michael Arrington provided the invocation.  
Announcements: President Kai welcomed one guest.  President Kai then called on Anne Eidschun, Chair of the Nominating Committee who announced a special election to augment the officers and directors election held in December to fill one remaining Board seat. The Nominating Committee nominated Keith Kepplinger as a Director for the 2017-19 Rotary years. Nominations were closed and a motion was made and seconded to make Keith a Director. The vote of the club was unanimous in approval.  Marilyn Whittington announced a special “Love & Laughter” outing scheduled for Thursday February 9 (in lieu of the regular luncheon meeting) from 5PM until 8PM at the Delaware Art Museum. The event will feature writings, favorite pictures, something funny or endearing and personal from each member, wine and beer – all at a cost of only $35 per person. President Kai thanked Joan Sharp and Ajit George for putting on a great program at the Baby Grand last Sunday with the Martin Luther King Competition. 
	Program:  Program Chair Sue Knisely introduced our speaker James Thompson and others at the Head Table including, in addition to President Kai and acting Secretary Dave Fleming included Teresa Avery, Rosi Crosby, Dori Jacobson, and Andrew Johnson. 
Mr. Thompson, who grew up in Wilmington, has written extensively on the impact changing technology had on the art of America’s greatest illustrators during the Gilded Age. He defined for us a cycle of continuous innovation in transferring illustration to the printed page during the period of 1880 through 1917. At the beginning of that time, illustrators like Howard Pyle would use the most basic etchings to illustrate their writings. Etchings, difficult and time consuming to transfer to the printed page, were replaced by Lithography that used a gum Arabic solution to create a continuous tone image of light and shadow. Chromolithography introduced color inks to the process one at a time. Photolithography created half tone images from photo negatives by shining light through negatives onto treated paper. Color photolithography finally led to color photography. Artists like Pyle continuously evolved their artistic techniques to take advantage of these increasingly crisp and exciting imaging technologies. N.C. Wyeth’s Treasure Island in 1913 and Robin Hood in 1917 fully demonstrated the exciting new world of color illustrations. As America entered WWI, it had to quickly raise a standing army. The dramatic color posters and ads that proliferated have been credited with allowing an army of 200,000 to grow to 2 million by 2018.  The meeting ended at 1:30 pm.
