Minutes for Meeting of November 10, 2016
	President Kai Lassen called the meeting to order at 12:10pm at the Hotel du Pont’s Gold Ballroom.  The Club joined together in singing the “My Country ‘Tis of Thee” led by Bill Holloway with Elizabeth Rhoads on the piano.  Kathryn Jakabcin provided the invocation.  Announcements:  President Kai made the following announcements – recognition of all members who are veterans and they received a heartfelt applause for their service to our country; congratulations to Dave Fleming for receiving the Outstanding Fundraising Executive Award from the Brandywine Chapter of the Association of Fundraising Professionals; and the Rotary Foundation Dinner will be held on Saturday, November 19 at Dover Downs. The keynote speaker is Dr. Charlotte Jacobs, professor emerita at Stanford University’s School of Medicine.  Jerry Bilton – explained the Flags for Heroes project and pricing. This is an opportunity to honor your hero (military, firefighters, or police) and purchasing flags provides revenue for our club.  Please see Jerry after the meeting if you are interesting in helping him out or purchasing a flag.  Destinee Lampkin – provided an update on the Interact Club’s October and November Service Projects and they are excited to become mentors to students at Stubbs Elementary.  Samantha Diedrick – the Holiday Party will be held on Thursday, December 8 from 6:00 -9:00pm at the Delaware Center for the Contemporary Arts.  President Kai – Salvation Army bell ringing will run from Monday, December 5 – Friday, December 16 and the Interact Club will join us and please return your pledge cards at your earliest convenience.  
	Program:   Patrick Callahan provided the introduction of the speaker, Lawrence Husick, Co-Chair, Center for the Study of Terrorism, Foreign Policy Research Institute. Lawrence titled his presentation, “How Not to Get Hacked Like John Podesta” and he revealed the details of the circumstances that led to the hacking of his email.  He also shared the history of the age of privacy and provided an overview of the variety of data the NSA and Russians collect on Americans.  Lawrence described techniques used to hack servers and email.  Hacking into email is easier because it’s relatively easy to guess passwords, especially when people don’t change the factory installed password or use weak passwords.  There are a variety of steps you can take to protect yourself: never click on a link embedded in an email message and copy and paste it into a web browser instead; use two factor authentication; keep software current; and use encryption such as Microsoft’s Rights Management Service.  He also shared a variety of security failures such as running older hardware and software; insufficient security rules for end users; almost all antivirus software; standard network firewalls; waiting to patch an issue; and software appliances.  Lawrence also shared some simple security suggestions with the club: don’t rename administrator accounts as it is best to delete them; install software into custom directories and leave decoys; use nonstandard network ports; use outbound firewalls and privilege only approved applications; use honeypots and tarpits to slow down attacks; and disable unused software, particularly servers.  Lawrence indicated that every brand new computer is compromised within 2 minutes and 35 seconds.  It is best to use an iPad and an iPhone and don’t use anything older than Windows 10.  Apple products have very little vulnerability.  Using the cloud is also a great idea and when you email, approach the task like it might one day be read aloud in a deposition or posted on WikiLeaks.
