President Kai Lassen called the meeting to order at 12:10pm at the Hotel du Pont’s Gold Ballroom.  The Club joined together in singing “America, the Beautiful” led by Bill Holloway with Kathryn Jakabcin on the piano.  Yair Robinson provided the invocation.
	Announcements:  President Kai welcomed several guests.  President Kai called on Joan Sharp who provided an introduction of our newest Rotary member, Jim Lee – welcome Jim!  President Kai mentioned details of the next 3 meetings; our club will host District 7630 Governor Clif Hutton on September 15; Robert Buccini from the Buccini/Pollin Group on September 22; and a Joint Appearance between the two major party candidates for U.S. Congress from Delaware on September 29 – mark your calendars, please!  
	Program:  Sam Waltz moderated the Wilmington Mayoral Joint Appearance.  The program – not a debate – offered a forum for 7 of the candidates to introduce themselves and provide their perspectives and strategies to address issues critical to the City of Wilmington in the hopes of moving toward a resolution.  The candidates represented were Maria Cabrera, Theo Gregory, Norman Griffiths, Kevin Kelley, Bob Marshall, and Mike Purzycki, and Eugene Young.
After each candidate provided a self-introduction and opening remarks, they addressed the following City of Wilmington items: 
· ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT & JOB CREATION:  As Mayor, what would you do with regard to Economic Development & Job Creation to create constructive forward trends in the City’s economic health and vitality? 
· PUBLIC SAFETY:  this has been the headline issue in Wilmington, accentuated by the Newsweek story Murder Town, USA.  How would you, as Mayor, make Wilmington neighborhoods safer and make the City a safer place for employees, citizens, and visitors to come to work, play, and tour? 
· CITY EMPLOYEE ENGAGEMENT & MANAGEMENT:  a recent Gallup Poll reported in the Delaware Business Times that 71% of public employees are “not engaged” in their jobs, robbing us as their taxpayers and customers of enormous value by lost productivity.  How would you improve the leadership & management of the City’s workforce in a way that taxpayers could see and feel a better return on their investment of tax dollars? 
· ISSUES OF GOVERNMENT EDUCATION IN THE CITY:  the State set up Charters two decades ago to incubate innovation in taxpayer-funded government education.  However, opposition by DSEA and organized labor have put an effective halt to growth of new Charters with absolutely no financial support via vouchers to poorer inner city parents who may want to move their children into non-government schools.  Would you favor or oppose the expansion of Charter education and/or vouchers that help poor families send their kids to higher-performing schools?
At the conclusion of the program, President Kai thanked Sam Waltz for moderating and expressed his gratitude to the candidates for their messages of encouragement and hope.
