Kai introduced Ajit George, program chair and organizer for today’s TEDx Wilmington Salon, titled Wilmington World Class: Expanding Employment in Wilmington.  Ajit also introduced the TED welcome video and Sarah Brown, program chair and host for the afternoon. Sarah Brown hosted the remainder of the TEDx Wilmington Salon.  She shared the vision of Wilmington World Class and introduced the program speakers and videos. 

Speaker 1 – Sebastian Kretschmer; Green Prison Re-Entry: Growing New Farmers.  Sebastian’s goal is to build sustainable food systems in communities worldwide. He shared the success story of the organic farm in the Philadelphia prison system that he helped establish as an apprenticeship program.  Participants are incarcerated individuals who receive a certificate in Organic Agriculture from Temple University upon successful completion of the program.  

Speaker 2 – Marzuwq Muhammad; Blazing A Trail: The Road Less Travelled.  Marzuwq is a software engineer and an engaged citizen of Wilmington, Delaware.  He shared his story of being interested in computers and technology at a very early age, yet he did not reach success via the traditional path.  After a serious car accident at age 24, Marzuwq realized he needed a plan, so he enrolled in the Zip Code Wilmington Code School and learned to code. This program changed his life: he has a successful career and he has become active in mentoring in the city of Wilmington.

TED Video – Colin Robertson, A TED Speaker’s Worst Nightmare.  This was a video about technical difficulties during presentations.

Speaker 3 – Harold DeZell Lathon, Self-Sufficient Economic Empowerment: The Sustainable Alternative to a Career in Illegal Drugs.  Harold is an entrepreneur and philanthropist and his presentation stemmed around the phrase, “What they see is what they will be,” and he is dedicated to working toward building a better tomorrow, especially with youth.  He referenced the growing gap between high income individuals and those living in poverty and this needs to change, with our help.  Between 2005 – 2106, unemployment in Delaware increased 60% compared to the national average of 20%.  He advocated for Wilmington to provide youth with entrepreneurial programs. 

Speaker 4 – Bryan Tracy, Sustainable Strategies to Re-employment:  Delaware’s Human and Financial Capital for the Next Big Industry Success.  Bryan is an entrepreneur and technology expert.  He is dedicated to helping to build a start-up ecosystem in Delaware aligned with a strategy titled, ‘Paying Only for Economic Success and Starting with Delaware’s Competitive Advantages’ and funding can be made through private capital, philanthropic match and public pay back avenues.  Success today depends on entrepreneurs and his ‘ecosystem’ provides opportunities to invest in entrepreneurial opportunities, which will spawn economic growth.

TED Video – Audrey Choi, How to Make a Profit While Making A Difference.  This video focused on global capital markets and that people are the ultimate owners of these markets.  It also mentioned the importance people place on sustainable investing.
